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The Sixth Form at King Edward VIl Science and Sport College offers students a secure, but
challenging learning environment, which will enable them to contribute to our community
and enhance their futures. We value every individual student and support them in their
learning. We encourage positive attitudes, a sense of purpose and high levels of work and
behaviour.

We have expanded the curriculum with the intention of offering students a useful,
appropriate and relevant suite of qualifications that provides a platform upon which their
futures are established. However, as previously stated, we do not hold a utilitarian view of
the curriculum. Nurturing enquiring minds, reflective and respectful individuals, independent
learning and innovation, amongst other tenets, underpins our philosophy. Together we
encourage, support and engineer opportunities and experiences through the curriculum that
enables students to prosper both socially and economically as they journey into adulthood.

We offer a broad suite of qualifications including AS and A2 levels, BTEC National Diplomas
and the Extended Project Qualification. In addition, we offer one year programmes of study
in BTEC First Certificates and GCSE English and/or Maths resits to support learners who
need to gain more level 2 qualifications. All Sixth Form students take part in the tutorial
programme and enrichment activities. It is one of our foremost aims to encourage all
students to set themselves high expectations in their future education and career. It is our
aim to develop independence, maturity, initiative and confidence in our Sixth Form students.

There is a natural progression from Year 11 into the Sixth Form. Entry to the Sixth Form is
open to all Year 11 students.

You will have a personal timetable, which reflects your own individual choices.

The Sixth Form tutorial programme is designed to establish a positive, mature rapport with Sixth
Form students; to improve their personal and social skills; and to give students the careers
guidance they will need to choose and apply for courses at Universities and Higher and Further
Education Colleges. Students are encouraged to be outward looking and well rounded citizens.
Every student is in a tutor group with a personal tutor. The tutor is responsible for monitoring
each student’s overall progress, conducting regular reviews and generally supporting each tutee.
The tutor will help students research and apply for further education, university or employment.
The tutor will also have regular contact with parents. Their tutor is the first person a student
contacts if he or she encounters difficulties.

Students will have a series of individual interviews with their tutor to encourage personal
responsibility for their own work, by reviewing progress and target setting.

Post 16 Enrichment Activities

Opportunities are provided for students to engage in an activity, e.g. sport, Right to Read; work
experience; mentoring; Post 16 Council, Philosophy, Animation, World Cinema, College
Magazine, Orienteering and Creative and Visual Arts. Enrichment courses provide students with
opportunities to develop their leadership skills, to demonstrate contribution to community and to
show their enthusiasm and commitment to developing wider key skills.

Parents will always be made to feel welcome. There are frequent consultation evenings for
parents including tutor evenings, parents’ evenings and progress review days. Once a year,
parents receive a report on their child’s efforts and progress. We have a system for contacting
parents when a student’s work or behaviour gives cause for concern. We believe in having a three
way partnership between students, parents and teachers. Our experience shows that establishing
and nurturing close links with parents is the cornerstone to building better futures for our young
people through effective communication and shared vision .
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In the Sixth Form, you will have greater independence. However, with this independence, comes
greater responsibility and an expectation that you will be more mature in your attitude towards
your education, and ultimately, your future.

Post 16 education is a full time commitment and we expect you to attend all your timetabled
lessons, including enrichment. National statistics demonstrate that there is a clear link
between levels of attendance and achievement, which is why we give Post 16 attendance
and punctuality high priority.

Full attendance and punctuality is also expected to registration, assemblies and one to one
interviews. These are essential contact times between tutors and students for
communicating important information and to support you in your studies. They are not
optional.

If you are absent for any reason, we still expect your parents to either telephone the College
or explain it with a note. You will be expected to catch up on the work you have missed.

You will have a number of study periods where it is up to you to use the time effectively, for
example by studying in the library, or in the Post 16 Centre.

In addition to study periods, you are expected to do a significant amount of independent
work. This is imperative for making good progress in the Sixth Form and beyond.

It follows that we expect all deadlines set by your teachers to be met. If, for some reason,
you know you are not going to meet a particular deadline it is far better for you to negotiate
this in advance with the teacher concerned. This is part of the maturity we expect.

Many students will hold part-time jobs and this does bring many benefits but it must not take
priority over school work. 12 hours per week should be seen as the maximum that a Post 16
student can manage alongside their courses.

All Post 16 students sign a written learners’ agreement whereby they accept the conditions
and responsibilities of being in the Sixth Form.
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Our aim in the Sixth Form is to provide students with a wide range of courses that can meet
their educational requirements and career aspirations.

The AS and A2 Qualification

It takes two years to gain the full A Level

The AS qualification represents the first half of a full A Level and is a qualification in its

own right.

The second part of the A Level is called A2 and you have to pass the AS Level to

continue it at A2.

AS and A2 each make up 50% of the full A Level, although the work in A2 is harder

AS + A2 = A Level.

An A level qualification usually consists of four modules, most of which are examined

(see subject leaflets and listen to the talks for more information).

Depending on your GCSE results in Year 11, you will study three or four option subjects at

AS level, or a BTEC National Diploma and possibly one other subject at AS level. In

addition, students will also participate in enrichment, tutorial and information advice and

guidance sessions, which are compulsory.

BTEC National Diploma

The BTEC National is recognised by employers and Higher Education establishments alike.
These are vocational courses and they are of interest to any student who would like to follow a
career in either Performing Arts or Sport. They are demanding courses in terms of the amount
of work students will do.

If you have commitment and good organisation skills, either one could be the course for you.

Students will need to complete 18 units for the BTEC National Diploma, (see subject leaflets).
The units are completed by means of practical and written assignments, which focus on
aspects of the units. Students are required to keep their coursework up to date in a portfolio
that contains evidence of all practical work undertaken. Unlike A Level courses, the BTEC
National Diploma courses do not have an equivalent one year AS, therefore they take two
years to complete.

What are the advantages of a BTEC National Diploma?

Students focus on independent learning, practical knowledge and skills.

There is a largely common core of study with specialist pathways to suit individual candidates
that can lead to employment, professional or academic progression.

The College’s unit pathways allows for the aspirations of different students to be met and

for the skills of the teachers to be best utilised.

Entry Requirements

To do Level 3 courses comprising A Level or BTEC National courses, students are expected to
have attained :

5 GCSE grades A* - C in at least four different sub  jects

Or BTEC First Diploma at Merit plus 3 GCSE grades A *-C
Or BTEC First Certificate at Merit plus 3 GCSE grad esA*-C
Or DIiDA at Merit plus 3 GCSE grades A* - C

In addition, the subjects of Maths and Science have more specific entry requirements.
Please read these subject descriptions for details.

Students doing Level 3 courses are required to have a full Level 2 qualification, which is 5 A*-C
grades including English and Maths. Students who do not gain a GCSE grade C or above in
English or Mathematics, but who have gained the entry requirements stated above, will be
allowed to progress to the Sixth Form with the following conditions.

Students must retake English and/or Mathematics alongside their other subjects and this
will take priority over any other subject. In such instances, you may have to accept that we
may have to replace one of your option choices with a resit course and our decision about

the timetabling of these classes is final.

How Do You Choose Your Courses/Subjects?

You should have carefully researched your possible future career pathways and
decided on the most appropriate courses for you to follow in Post 16. You should
discuss your ideas with your tutor, subject teachers and your family.

All subject teachers will be happy to explain their Post 16 courses. Talk to them about
your ability to take their subject at Post 16.

You and your parents need to attend the Post 16 Options Evening and gather as much
information as you need to assist you in making your decisions. This will take place on
Thursday 26th November 2009

Heads of Faculty will deliver specific subjects talks through a programme of assemblies.
These will take place from November through to January.

All students who apply to the Sixth Form will be interviewed and the suitability of your
initial choices will be discussed with you. The interviews will take place between
February and May 2010. Provisional offers will be made in writing based on your
predicted GCSE grades.

Final decisions about your course choice are made once GCSE results have been
published. As offers are conditional on GCSE and BTEC grades, it is not possible to
finalise course choice before this date. If students have not met the conditions of their
offer, we always try to offer an alternative course.

Students who wish to renegotiate their timetables will have two weeks to do so by
completing a red change of course form. Any changes are subject to having achieved
the appropriate GCSE grades and there being sufficient space left in teaching groups.

Every effort will be made to accommodate students’ options, but in some cases, the
combination of subjects may not work and it may be necessary to choose a different
subject.

Late applications will be reluctantly accepted, however, choices may be much more
restricted for students after the deadline.

Post 16 courses start on Thursday 2nd September 2010.

Groups sizes and lesson timings

The normal allocation of lessons for AS/A2 are ten 60minute lessons within a fortnight.
However, this allocation cannot be guaranteed where a subject attracts a small number of
students, as the group may not be economically viable and therefore, we may have to reduce
the number of lessons per fortnight.

Please note that the College reserves the right to amend this curriculum offer and we
may not be able to run courses that attract six stu dents or fewer.

Everything we use, lots of things we see, touch, smell, even taste, have been
created and designed. Product design is a fantastic opportunity to study,
propose and realise design ideas that are linked to the real world.

The aim of the course is to develop students’ technical skills whilst allowing
them to explore and enhance their creative textile ability. Students are
encouraged to experiment with a range of materials, techniques and
processes, including machine embroidery, appliqué, cut work, batik, needle
felting, mirror work, quilting and bonding. The course incorporates a ‘fashion’
element and includes pattern adapting and cutting, and fashion drawing.

Inspiration for textiles derives from independent research of a variety of
sources, including: first hand, contextual, artists and fashion designers. From
this students are required to develop their own original ideas that support their
own interests and personal ‘style’. Based on experimentation and exploration
students are required to carry out x2 final pieces in 2D and 3D form. Current
project starting points are based on the themes of Organic and World Textiles.
